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Picnicking/Shelters A picnic area 
with shelters is located along th e 
shoreline of the Missouri ri ver. Shelters 
may be reserved through the rese rva­
tion system. 

Camping Camping is very popular at 
Wilson Island with 125 spacious 
campsites. The camp area offers show­
ers, flush toilets, 79 electric camps ites, 
and two youth group camping areas. 
Firewood may be purchased in the 
campground. A playground is located 
near the shower building. 

Trails Approximately fi ve miles of 
trails are used for hiking, snowmobil ­
ing, cross-country skiing and mou ntain 
biking. 

River Activities A half-mile trail along 
the shoreline of the Missouri River and 
boat ramp provide excellent access to 
the river. An Iowa or Nebraska fish ing 
license is required for fish ing the Mis­
souri River. An Iowa license is needed 
for the backwater chute. 

Hunting The entire area, except for 
the campgrounds and 200 yards 
around homes is open to hunting . Deer 
hunting and duck hunting in t he back­
water area are the prima ry sports. 

Mushroom Hunting Morel Mushroom 
hunting is a popu lar activity in the 
spring. The entire area is open but 
parking along roadways is prohibited. 

Desoto Wildlife Refuge Immediately 
north of Wilson Island is the DeSoto 
National Wildlife Refuge. The refuge is 
open to the publ ic one-half hour before 
sunrise to one-half hour after sunset 
year round. The DeSoto Visitor Cen­
ter, open year-round 9:00 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m ., displays artifacts of the 
sunken steamboat Bertrand and pro­
grams depicting Missouri River and 
wildlife conservation history. For fur­
ther informati on contact the refuge at 
ph.

Nearby Towns Missouri Valley, Iowa is 
located 11 miles northeast of Wilson Island. 
The Omaha-Council Bluffs metropolitan 
area is located 25 miles south of the park. 

History 
Wilson Island, named after former Governor 

George Wilson, came into existence as an 
island sandbar around 1900. Today, Wilson 
Island State Recreation Area encompasses 

544 acres of dense cottonwood stands. 
Seclusion is one of the area's greatest 
assets and spacious shady campsites, 
hiking trails and picnic spots provide a 

welcome retreat. On the way to Wilson 
Island, visitors will see the unique wave-like 

loess hills, which overlook the great 
Missouri River flood plain . These rugged 
hills are found along the Missouri River 

Valley in Iowa and Missouri. Early history 
tells us that Lewis and Clark camped on this 
reach of the Missouri River in 1804 on their 
historic trip to and from the Pacific Coast.
