SEWER OR 
DUMP CHARGE 

Many RV'ers take for granted that dumping 
sewage (holding tank) at a campground is 
routine and simple, and although the physical 
partofthe dump may be simple, what happens 
to the residue left here isn't. Sewage here 
goes into a lift station, is ground and treated 
with bacteria and pumped into a SURFACE 
LAGOON, where the bacteria, atmospheric 
oxygen, and sun act to digest and neutralize 
the sewage with the help of aeration and 
surface injected hydrogen peroxide. RV'ers 
using a formaldehyde based tank deodorant 
reverse our sewage processing, because 
formaldehyde KILLS bacteria. Incoming RV's 
hold the key to our lagoon being light green 
and odor free or gray and rank. Thanks for 
your cooperation.
